HEALTH & NUTRITION TIPS FROM THE HEALTH MINISTRY: Vitamin K, part 
3: Vitamin K2 benefits extend beyond blood sugar control, heart and vascular system health, 
increase of bone density, and dental health. It also has anti aging benefits to help reduce the ap-
pearance of wrinkles and restore elasticity of the skin. This improved elasticity, additionally 
strengthens the walls of blood vessels to reduce or prevent varicose veins. Because K2 is in-
volved in vascular health and kidneys are highly vascular, K2 is essential to keeping the kid-
neys healthy and functioning well. Vitamin K2 is also necessary for fertility of both males and 
females. Ensuring pregnant women and infants have adequate vitamin K2 is essential for nor-
mal fetal and infant facial bone development. Vitamin K2 can help to reduce depression and 
anxiety and promotes proper brain function. It also has anticarcinogenic activity.  Dietary in-
take of vitamin K2 is related to a lower incidence of cancer and cancer fatality. Next week we 
will continue to discuss vitamin K.
